nations entered. The regulations for the Mixed Team Parallel are published on the FIS Website 
under “Rules for the Mixed Team Parallel”.

The figures of up to 14 competitors per gender applies to all nations. The quotas include the nation-
al team officials (team captains, etc.).
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The LOC does not assume any responsibility for organising accommodation or meals for further 
additional officials.

Art. 9.2 Access to the competition courses

Access to the competition course(s) is defined by the Jury and communicated at the Team 
Captain’s Meetings. Persons granted access to the competition course(s) and restricted areas shall 
be provided with an additional access card or other agreed identification.
